In 2003, at the age of 23, Hampton University classmates Siraaj Hasan, Curtis Blackwell, Serenity Bush, Samir Cummings, and Mike
Powell founded the Lifting As We Climb Foundation (LAWCF) dedicated to mentoring the whole child in urban communities through
innovative programs. The first initiative of the LAWCF was the launch of Sound Mind Sound Body (SMSB) Football Academy. Curtis
enlisted the support of his Detroit King NFL alums and local friends to spearhead the first football camp. Siraaj secured the first major
corporate sponsor, NIKE, to donate free cleats. Football camps in America would never be the samel

SMSEB was the only grassroots camp in America where college coaches facilitated and implemented instruction. As a result of
coaches also evaluating the players on the field, students received scholarship offers on the spot, and the camp's popularity
changed instantly, making it America's top football recruitment platform. Adidas joined in and sponsored the camp, providing
bags, cleats, gloves, shirts, shorts and more. It was the largest Adidas grassroots initiative of its kind at the time, with over 10,000
donations of cleats and other accessories in five years.

The SMSB camp, now sponsored by Adidas, would travel to over 10 US cities, including Houston, Los Angeles, South Florida, Atlanta,
and worldwide, reaching Switzerland, the Caribbean, and Columbia! Through community support and the continued presence of
college coaches, over 30,000 students attended Sound Mind Sound Body's football camps, 5,000 scholarships were awarded, 200

alumni played in the NFL, and 120 became NFL draft picks. Sound Mind Sound Body added new programming: weekend mentoring,

skill training, 7v7, college tours, and SAT prep to support the "Whole Child."

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Evolution of a Movement - Global Pandemic Ignites Out of School Time Programming

During the COVID-12 pandemic, SMSB supported Detroit Public Schools to improve student attendance by leveraging its sports
influence. This collaboration would spark SMSB to work with additional school districts while expanding to several in-school and
out-of-school programs, serving over 7,000 students annually. SMSB currently operates a youth sports league for 3,000 boys and

girls, a college readiness program through The United States Department of Education, and an out-of-school time program funded

by the M.l. Department of Education.
